Calculation of Hand Hygiene Percent Compliance
Hand Hygiene Percent Compliance is calculated based on the amount of soap and sanitizer used and number of patient care days. The formula is as follows:
Total Hand Hygiene Percent Compliance = 
Total Soap & Sanitizer Usage per Patient Bed Day / Compliance Standard * 100%

Soap Usage per Patient Bed Day =

Size of soap container (mls) * # Soap containers used / # Patient Care Days / 1.7

Sanitizer Usage per Patient Bed Day = 

Size of sanitizer container (mls) * # Sanitizer containers used / # Patient Care Days / 1.7

Total Soap and Sanitizer Usage per Patient Bed Day = Soap Usage per Bed Day + Sanitizer Usage per Bed Day
Example – 

Medical & Surgical Unit

# Patient Care Days = 338

Size of Soap Container = 1000 ml; # Soap Containers Used = 12
Size of Sanitizer Container = 500ml; # Sanitizer Containers Used = 21
Total Hand Hygiene Percent Compliance = Total Soap & Sanitizer Usage per Patient Bed Day / Compliance Standard * 100%

Soap Usage /Bed Day = 1000*12/338/1.7 = 20.8841 = 21HH per patient day

Sanitizer Usage /Bed Day = 500*21/338/1.7 = 18.2736 = 18 HH per patient day
Total Soap & Sanitizer Usage per Bed Day = 21 + 18 = 39 HH per patient day
Hand Hygiene Percent Compliance = 39/72*100% = 54.1667 = 54%.

Note –

· 1.7 ml = Amount of Soap/Sanitizer dispensed each time.
· 1.0 ml is used (instead of 1.7 ml) for Provon soap and CalStat & Avagard D sanitizer.

· HH = Hand Hygiene.
· All numbers are rounded up.
